REMEMBER, when you’re done:

1) Verify brake lights, tail lights and back up lights are
functioning (and rear park assist if equipped).

2) Re-set the vehicle audio systems pressets.

3) Place Ball Mount box in the rear passenger cargo area.

If the vehicle is equipped with Rear Park Sensors, before final reassembly, mount the bumper fascia up to the vehicle,

temporarily reconnect the battery, start the engine, set the parking brake, put the transmission in Reverse and confirm
the system sounds off with an object within 3 feet of the fascia.

Then turn the engine off, disconnect the battery and continue with re-assembly working the following steps in reverse
from disassembly.
